	Data that is measured and can take a whole range of values

	Mean
	Data is counted i.e. can only take certain values

	Range
	The piece of data in the middle when data arranged in ascending order

	Discrete Data
	Non – numerical data 

	Continuous Data
	Data you have collected yourself e.g. by experiment or survey.

	Primary Data 
	The most common value in a dataset

	Secondary Data
	Numerical data (numbers)

	Quantitative Data 
	Data obtained from other sources e.g. internet or newspaper

	Qualitative Data
	The result of adding all the data and dividing by how many pieces of data there are
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	Categorical Data
	Data that is grouped into categories

	Bivariate Data
	Data that has two variables
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
